hen | came to serve First Baptist Redlands, |

stated that | believed that the best years for
our church’s ministry are yet ahead. The successes of
yesterday, | said, are preparing us to seize new oppor-
tunities and realize possibilities undreamed of by our
predecessors. Today, | believe, the next ten years
have the potential of being the most exciting years of
ministry and mission for First Baptist.

I give God thanks for
the generation that built our
present physical plant and put
us on our present trajectory.

The openness today of this
generation to the younger
families of our church not only
warms my heart, but allows
our younger leaders to appro-
priate that which is best from
the past as they consider the
challenges that lie before
them. A new generation of
leaders is coming to age in our
church that is willing to dream
new dreams. And these lead-
ers have demonstrated that
they are ready to offer their
best in and through the ministry we share as a con-
gregation.

We all need to be aware, however, that the
promise our ministry holds will not be fulfilled by ac-
cident, but only as we align our church’s mission with
the work that God is doing in our lives, communities,
and world. We cannot through our own energies, re-
sources, wisdom, and strength secure the future.
What we can do, however, is grow in our ability to
discern how God is leading us forward as we open
ourselves to the power of God's love to serve in the
face of uncertainty and challenge.

Connect Grow & Serve is the rubric we
have used this past year to understand what we are
about as a church. | think that these simple words
capture the essence and depth of what we are about
as a church. My hope is that over the course of the
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next couple of years we will go further, deeper, and
wider with this theme, discerning at a deeper level
who God is calling us to be as a congregation; whom
God is calling us to serve; and what we need to be
doing to fulfill this call. In order to pursue this hope
we will need to draw deeply from the teaching of the
Scripture as we consider our uniqueness and the
needs of the world around us. We need to move be-
yond generic understandings
to the specificity of God'’s
dream for us.

As we reflect upon
our ministry, | believe, we
will be better able to articu-
late who we are and what
values undergird our life to-
gether at its best. We will
also, I believe, grow in our
understanding of the chang-
ing context in which we serve.
This reflection can form the
backdrop for addressing the
opportunities and challenges
of the future, allowing us to
make decisions out of a com-
mon understanding of our

mission and ministry.

“You Can’t See Me”

At the end of this month, our youth and a few
adventurous volunteers will be heading once
again to Camp Cedar Falls in our San Bernardino
mountains for Winter Camp. Last year we had piles
of nice fluffy snow to tromp around in for the week-
end while we learned about finding our identity and
the disguises behind which people often hide. And of
course, it being a youth camp, there was also a
healthy heaping of unforeseen mishaps and
good-natured pranks (many of the girls cabins were
“snowed in”). And in just a few weeks we'll be
returning to the scene of the crime for another
weekend of discovery and shenanigans.

The theme for this year’s retreat is “You
Can't See Me” and our guiding scripture passage is
from Philippians 2:1-4.

If you have any encouragement from being united
with Christ, if any comfort from his love, if any
fellowship with the Spirit, if any tenderness and
compassion, then make my joy complete by being
like-minded, having the same love, being one in
spirit and purpose. Do nothing out of selfish
ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider
others better than yourselves. Each of you should
look not only to your own interests, but also to the
interests of others.

The speaker for the weekend, Dan Britton,
will be talking to us about seeing others and learn-
ing to understand, have compassion for, and care for
those around us in all circumstances of their lives,
joyous times and difficult ones alike. We'll talk
about what it means to live a life that focuses on
our own needs as well as those of others and which
emulates Christ and the life that Jesus lived. Like
last year, we'll also have a talent show and costume
contest (in which participants should “dress to be
seen”) on Saturday night.

There are a lot of things to look forward to
in a winter retreat: the brisk, cold air, sleeping in
cabins, being away from home, meeting new people,
learning the best time to get in the food line from
experienced older campers, and the chance to
explore a new way of thinking in the small and large
group sessions. But | think the greatest thing about
camp is the loss of a sense of time. Sure, if you're 20
minutes late for a large group meeting and one of
the adults has to come looking for you then there
will (definitely) be some explaining to do, but in
general, what time it is tends to be one of the last
things on a camper’s mind. Why bother with the
time when there are no bell schedules to keep,
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practices to get to, or appointments to make, but
there is an abundance of open space to just wander
through while you let your thoughts wander with
you?

Those of us who plan retreats work hard to
make sure the speakers are engaging, the activities
are fun, and all the arrangements are as thorough
and organized as possible, but honestly, almost none
of that really matters in the end. The details of a
retreat are important; they are the glue that holds
everything together and ensures that we all make it
home in one piece. But what most campers remem-
ber and what sticks with a person years later are the
little unplanned moments, like the running joke that
makes the whole group crack up in unison, or the
moment when that high schooler who seemed so
intimidating suddenly strikes up a conversation and
doesn’t seem so scary anymore.

So all of our youth are invited to come and
get to know themselves and each other better, learn
how to take care of the world they will inherit one
day, and find out what happens when the weekend
isn't measured by hours and activities and the usual
teenage social hierarchy dissolves. Winter Camp
will run from Friday, February 19 through Sunday
the 21st.

Oh, and to the middle schooler (who shall
remain unnamed) who pegged me with a snowball
last year: I've got my eye on you.

At the time this issue was going to print, the dev-
astating 7.0 earthquake that struck Haiti and the
Dominican Republic had just occurred. Thisis a
situation that will need ongoing prayer, especially
as the arduous rebuilding process begins and the
news networks move on to other stories. ABC-
USA'’s medical missionaries to Haiti, Dr. Stephen
and Nancy James, were on assignment stateside
when the earthquake hit but were immediately
dispatched to offer their services. $25,000 in One
Great Hour of Sharing monies was immediately
sent to pay for relief supplies. Though the damage
estimates were still incomplete at the time of print-
ing, it was thought to have impacted millions of
Haitians.

Please pray for basic relief supplies to

reach people who need it most. Pray that the
clean-up effort can proceed quickly and minimize
the spread of disease in the aftermath of this al-
ready terrible crisis. Pray that Christians on the
island would be good neighbors and a vital part of
the relief effort. Pray for the myriad number of
homeless and orphans whose lives have been
turned upside down. Pray that the rebuilding proc-
ess would equip millions of Haitians with quality
buildings and homes. (If you would like to contrib-
ute to the American Baptist relief effort, your
check should include One Great Hour of Sharing—
Haiti earthquake relief in the memo line.)

2. Among those applicants who satisfactorily dem-
onstrate their Christian commitment in the above
manner, preference will be given to those who
have exhibited a serious regard for their studies

3. Applicants who first qualify on the basis of the
above will then be regarded on the basis of their
financial need, though their application for the
award will not require disclosure of financial data.

4. Finally, among applicants equally qualified in the
foregoing respects, preference will be given to
those applicants indicating an interest in
Christian ministry or a church-related vocation.
